               A treatment for hypocalcemia in cattle

Materials:
· Pepper
· Cardamom
· Cloves
· Cardamom
· Garlic
· Moringa bark
· Ginger
· Water
· Empty bottle

Methodology:
· Equal amounts of the above-mentioned materials should be taken and cleaned thoroughly.
· Then grind them separately.
· Take an empty bottle and clean it thoroughly.
· Put the ground material in the bottle.
· Then water should be put in the bottle in addition to those materials.
· Finally, mix the mixture well and feed it to the cow.

Result:
 A cow suffering from hypercalcemia is given this medicine three times and the cow recovers.
Conclusion:
· Moringa has many important vitamins and minerals. As well as It also has calcium, protein, iron, and amino acids. Therefore In the preparation of this medicine, Morunga bark is added to it, so that the cattle get some amount of calcium.
· Cardamom contains chemicals that might kill some bacteria, reduce swelling, and help the immune system.
· Clove water can help improve digestion and relieve gas and bloating. It can also help to detoxify the body and boost the immune system.
